Starring Amitabh Bachchan, Shah Rukh Khan, Abhishek Bachchan, Rani Mukheriji, and Preity Zinta, NEVER
SAY GOODBYE is a passionate, sweeping love story that captures India’s biggest stars and foremost talent
with charm and sophistication. With New York as its backdrop, the film tackles the bonds of marriage with
delightful touches of humor and grand leaps into romance.

True to the essence of Bollywood films, NEVER SAY GOODBYE is replete with exuberant song and dance,
lush melodrama, and intense young love. The film marries a Hollywood sensibility to the traditional
blockbuster Bollywood appeal, and ultimately renders a story that examines the full scope of what love has to
offer.

Dev (Shah Rukh Khan) and Maya (Rani Mukheriji) are completely convinced that they are happy with their
lives. Dev, a professional football player, is married to his best friend Rhea (Preity Zinta), whose career at a
top women’s magazine is on an upswing.

Rishi yearns for a more intimate relationship with
Maya. His widowed father Samarijit (Amitabh Bachchan) has devoted the rest of his days to pleasure and
hedonism, only worsening Rishi’s frustrations at home.
